Undergraduate Hourly Position for Spring 2006

An Undergraduate Hourly position is now available for Spring Quarter 2006.   The position is requires 8-14 hours of work per week.  It involves working with Professor John Wilkerson to support research on the Experimental Electroweak Interactions.

The experimental group (Peter Doe, Hamish Roberston, and John Wilkerson) is involved in measurements aimed at determining fundamental properties of neutrinos.  The Sudbury Neutrino Experiment (SNO), which measures 8B neutrinos from the Sun, is where they have just installed a Neutral Current Detector array of 3He proportional counters that will acquire precision data for the next several years.  The group is also involved in developing several next generation experiments that can directly "weigh" neutrinos, the Karlsruhe Tritium Beta Decay Experiment (KATRIN) and the Majorana Collaboration’s 76Ge double beta decay experiment. This group has research opportunities for undergraduate students involving a variety of physics, hardware, and analysis projects.
